And “yes,” it may change 
over time.  
 
However, one of the most valuable things you will EVER invest in as you seek to 
find your way in career, legacy or in life period: unleashing an authentic, 
motivated, life-loving, energized, and fired up YOU! I really, really believe this.  
(Did I say “really?”)  Now is the time! 
 
In the Bible, God promises to give us the desires of our heart. (Psalm 37:4) Have 
you invested adequate time in finding what those REALLY are?   
 
Add a passionate and clearly focused you to any equation and things can change 
without forcing it.  Life unforced with a clear rhythm and focus will make all the 
difference.  Your Creator has given you all you need for this journey.    
 
So first, congratulations on investing in growing you’re your valuable asset.  It says 
a lot about you that you are willing to explore WHO you really are and WHAT you 
want most.  As you intentionally leverage passion and skills, then deploy those 
through your work and ventures, you will walk forward with confidence, clarity 
and courage.  
 
This will take some self –reflection on your own, with a spouse, friend or coach – 
but be assured that that the benefits far outweigh the cost! Just in case you still seek 
more reasons why this is worthwhile, other benefits for gaining passion-clarity:  
 
• Intentionally combine your passion and skill with your daily work.  
• Say “yes” to things that empower, utilize or express your true you. 
• Give a guilt-free “no” to things outside of your “passion zone”  
• Connect with others who share your passion!  
• Come alive as you live more days engaged in your passion. 
 
I love the words of Danish theologian Soren Kierkegaard, and think they apply to 
this process.  “Now, with God’s help, I shall become myself.”    
 
May you experience this in this season and may it last for the rest of your life!
